He earned his combat
aircrewman wings in the back seat of a
Navy Douglas SDB dive bomber, and was
transferred to an active radio controlled
target aircraft squadron (VU7-A) that
provided pilotless drone aircraft to the
Pacific fleet for anti-aircraft gunnery
practice. He served three and a half years
in the Navy and after his discharge, he
became a photojournalist and worked
freelance for many aviation related
magazines including RC Modeler.

In 1970 he became active in amateur radio
and earned his amateur extra license. Of
course the next step, at age 60, was to
earn his pilots license. He owned and flew
the Erco Model 415-D Ercoupe for twenty
years. Most of his aviation career was
spent as a GPS representative for J.A. Air

Center and working with the FAA as an
aviation safety counselor at the Dupage
airport in West Chicago.

Bill now specializes in pen and ink aviation
art and continues to write aviation safety
articles.

Bill will be giving a presentation at the May
meeting on his knowledge and experience
on the military development and use of
America’s early remote controlled target
aircraft.
